John Allen, Kevin Hill, Mike Siddall had been elected to the Board.
4. Special Resolutions Proposed by the Board (Rule 10.1.2.4)
Neil Davidson introduced the Special Resolutions amending the Rules and explaining that the Rules had been subject to an extensive review by the Rules Committee comprising; John Allen, Paul Haywood, David Smith, the Secretary Peter Ellis and Neil Davidson.  The Rules Committee had received helpful observations from some members and accordingly the Board proposed amendments in six groups.  
The voting for each group was as follows:-

Group 1: proxy votes for 157, votes against 3, of those in the room voting all voted in favour with non against.  The Resolution contained in Group 1 was passed.
Group 2: proxy votes 153, votes against 5, non against in the room.  The Resolution contained in Group 2 was passed.

Group 3: proxy votes 150, votes against 7, of those in the room, 4 were against, all others voting voted in favour.  The Resolution contained in Group 3 was passed.

Group 4: proxy votes 154, votes against 4, all those in the room voting voted in favour.  The Resolution contained in Group 4 was passed.

Group 5: proxy votes 147, votes against 10, all those in the room voting voted in favour.  The Resolution contained in Group 5 was passed.
Group 6:  proxy votes 154, votes against 3, all those in the room voting voted in favour.  The Resolution contained in Group 6 was passed.
5. Any Other Business
Phil Veasey proposed a personal vote of thanks to Pat and Hughie Ball, Trevor Burbage, Yvonne Curtis and everyone who helped The Friends of Grace Road for their efforts in arranging so much money towards the running costs of the County and in adding to the overall reputation of our Club around the county cricket circuit.

The meeting approved the vote of thanks and instructed the Secretary to include a note of the vote in the minutes.
